Many 

manufacturers are advertising lamp life in ex-

cess of 6000 hours.  This just is not true.  Most 

DLP projector lamps are good for 2000 to 

2500 hours.  After that period has passed the 

picture quality begins to rapidly degrade and 

the lamp must be replaced.   
 3. Ask the experts.  There is a reason 

that you take your car to the mechanic when it 

needs to be repaired.  He is the expert.  Day in 

and day out he works with cars.  Today’s au-

dio/video systems can be fairly intricate.

• Secure doors are more than good locks. The door 

frame and hardware (hinges, locks and fasteners) 
form a mini-security system that is only as good 
as its weakest point.. 

• If all access points are visible to neighbors or 
from the street, burglars are less likely to break 
in.. 

• Invest in a good home security system. 

• Well-lit entrances discourage burglary. Motion 
sensor lights are particularly effective. But your 
light bulbs should be protected to prevent break-
age or tampering. 

• Shrubbery, although pleasing to the eye, can pro-
vide a hiding place for a burglar. Pruning and 
exterior lighting to remove shadows may solve 
the problem. Also, keep in mind that such things 
as cars and sheds can block the view of entrances
